To find great places to watch your favorite team within your community (i.e. sports bars), visit your team’s
official message board. Many message boards contain whole sections devoted to notifying fans about the
best gathering places in cities throughout the world. For instance, San Diego Chargers fans will be happy to
know there are Chargers’ hot spots in every major metropolitan area in the United States. 

To purchase tickets directly from your local team, visit the directory of NFL ticket offices. Once you select
the link to your team, you can purchase tickets to a single game, group passes, or even last-minute season
tickets, in select cities. 

Looking for tickets to a sold-out game? Try the official NFL Ticket Exchange, where fans can buy and sell tick-
ets from other fans.

This message board provides links to free, live, streaming feeds of NFL games. The message board is re-
markably reliable, finding links to nearly 90% of NFL regular season games prior to kickoff. Or, if you prefer
to listen to games, you can access these free audio feeds from your computer or smartphone.
